License Agreements: | find that some residents still
have misunderstandings about the Desert Aire License
Agreement and how it pertains to using the common
area. Here is a short discourse in the form of Questions
and Answers:

What is a License Agreement? | t i s Desert
version of a variance. If granted, it allows a lot owner to
use some portion of the
for personal use not allowed in the Covenants. It requires
the lot owner to keep that part of the common area in
good condition and it stipulates that Desert Aire will
always be the owner of it. The License Agreement
application is available from the business office and is
submitted to the Architecture Committee.

Is a License Agreement optional? No, it is required if
you are using, or want permission to use, the common
area for some purpose not normally allowed in the
Covenants, even if it has been going on for years or was
started by a previous owner, and even if you were once
given oral permission by a previous Board. Common
area includes the land that surrounds the golf course.

What am | normally allowed to do in the common
area without a License Agreement?

Think of it as a State or National Park: walk through it
and enjoy it, otherwise leave it alone. Since 2005,
Covenant 2.03 (available on the web site or in the
business office) has been your guide on how the
common area may be used. This was voted in by the
body of Desert Aire residents. You checked your lot
borders when you purchased your property. You should
know where your lot is and the location of any adjacent
common area.

Water Department policy does not allow any new use of
residential water outside of lot boundaries, so that means
no new gardens in the Common Area.

Boat Launch: The Grant PUD has concluded upland
geotechnical borings at the boat launch area and is
moving toward completion of the in-water work. The
report for the environmental study is being finalized and
registered with the Department of Archaeology and
Historic Preservation. The License Amendment
application, proposing to relocate park amenities from
Cox Landing to Boat Launch area, has been submitted to
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). The
development applications will be forwarded to the
appropriate governmental agencies upon approval of all
required environmental studies and design drawings. The
boat launch improvements are scheduled to be
constructed in 2014.

Walking Access Paths: There are four suggested
walking paths to access Priest Rapids shoreline area.
The two paths are located on the Northern and two on
the Southern portions. On the North both paths extend

Did you know that the Grant County road grid
system is based on one-mile grids? East i West
roads are numbered. Road 25 is one mile south of
road 24 and one mile north of road 26.

In our Southwest quadrant, numbers get larger
going south (towards the Vernita Bridge) and
smaller going north (towards the Vantage Bridge).
North-south roads are alphabetical and also based
on one-mile spacing.

Winter is not over yet, but |
know everyone is looking
forward to spring and
consistently warmer
weather. We have already

started planning this year 6s
fly-in breakfast to be held on

Father6s Day weekend. Breakf

AM to 11 AM and everyone is welcome. This is an
opportunity for the airport residents to invite our
community and fellow flyers from around our region to
come see what we do in Desert Aire. We usually have a
surprise or two for our guests and the kids love the
airplanes. Northwest MedStar will have their newest fixed
wing critical-care transport plane (the Pilatus) at the
annual Airport Fly in Breakfast.

In 2005 the airport
commission completed the
Desert Aire Airport Layout
Plan (ALP) which describes
the path to achieving FAA
certification for small
airports. Despite the weak
economy we are on track to
attaining that goal. This
year we have applied for a
State Airport Aid Grant to
start the design engineering
for a wider, safer runway.
The current runway is only
34 feet wide and the asphalt is heavily cracked. The
National Business Aircraft Association (NBAA) requires a
minimum runway width of 40 feet to operate aircraft
insured by the NBAA. Many of the aircraft that are used
by Medivac flights, which is so critical to our area, fall
under the NBAA requirements. We have also applied to
have the cracks in our runway and tie down area filled
and our two taxiways coated with a sealant to protect the
asphalt and repaint the taxiway markings.
The estimate to engineer and construct the new runway
is $600, 000. Needl ess to
money, but along with the Port of Mattawa, we are in the
process of seeking additional State and private funds. It
is important to this community to have an emergency
response capability and the improvements are necessary
and prudent. A new runway would also potentially
provide a significant economic stimulus to the farmers
and businesses in our area.
